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After painstakingly building their nest, the eagles are now ready to start their first family.  Although there is still snow on the ground the eagle lays her eggs.  She must remain at the nest until the snows are melted in order to keep the eggs warm during incubation.  The sole responsibility of food now rests on the male who in spite of the snow on the ground will supply food to his life long mate.  The eagles have not flown south but instead endure the cold months remaining committed to each other and the future eaglets.  It’s a lonely time.  Not many birds are around. (Price 1984)


Folks who have chosen to pursue a wholistic, sustainable or organic lifestyle are like the eagle.  In spite of the cold, loneliness and difficulties, they stay committed to their goals.  An eagle’s vision is eight times more powerful than man’s enabling them to see greater distances and colors.  The wholistic community needs to mentally mimic that type of vision.  



THE TURKEY TREAT DOG



The owners of “Ralphie” were determined to help their dog not be afraid to leave the home and go for a walk.  Whatever had produced the abnormal anxiety of leaving its home needed to be modified. This mixed breed dog was a rescue and may have run the streets of the community for at least 3 months prior to be caught and placed in a shelter.  It had a history of hot spots and pimples on the top of the head, shoulders and bottom.   
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  One solution had been for the husband and wife and the dog to drive 2-3 miles away.  One spouse then drove the car home and the other would walk the dog home.  The other solution was to chop up bits of a turkey treat and throw them out in front of the dog, allow the dog to run and eat the bits of food followed by the owner catching up to the dog.  Walking back home was not the problem.  Getting the dog to leave the home was the problem. It would stay in its crate even with the door open.  For at least two years this committed couple had been tolerating this situation with their beloved pet.  This behavior was not improving but getting increasingly worse.



THE HOPEOPATHIC DOCTOR

“To be a homeopath is to be a very down to earth, hardboiled researcher.” (Dr. A. U. Ramakrishnan, PANP Conference, Philadelphia, PA. October 17, 2009). 


With this kind of attitude, he pursues the simillimum that will lead to a cure for these kinds of cases.  Somewhere in the animal’s psyche an imbalance had occurred.  Food choices except for the turkey treats were raw veggies, beef and fish.  First homeopathic medical choice was Ignatia 200c.  Ignatia has the reputation and empirical evidence to assist in cases of anxiety, grief, worry or fears.   After the Ignatia, the skin symptoms improved but he still looked over his should or behind him on walks.  The remedy was switched to Phosphorus 200c.  One week later, “I am amazed,” reported the owner. “Now he will walk away from home.  I do not have to tempt him with bits of turkey hot dog.”
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FIVE POUNDS OF DOG


Gretta is a four-year-old Golden Retriever diagnosed in June of 2005 with Multiple Melanoma of the right side of the head, neck and shoulder.  The surgeon had removed the skin, subcutis and muscle tissue from a wide area.  The tumors were black and consisted of a least 20 masses ranging from 1mm to the largest at 5mm.  The multicentric proliferations are consistent with high grade malignant melanoma.  Unfortunately, the prognosis is 

guarded.  Additional skin masses, lymph node metastasis, and possibly widespread systemic metastasis are possible sequellae.  This extensive surgical procedure had caused the animal to lose at least 5 pounds.  Thuja occidentalis 30c and Arnica montana 200c were prescribed post surgery to relieve pain and stiffness. Supplements prescribed included Cellular Energy, a Bioglycanate powder (made from organic brown rice, short grain flour and fragrant rice flour) three times daily, Humic acid/ fulvic acid (Vital HF) twice daily.  The owner began to feed a raw, whole food diet.

The following homeopathic medicines were utilized over the following year – Arsenicum bromatum, Carcinosin, Natrum mur, Rhus tox, Arnica and Lyssin.  For the last three years Gretta has been taking the Bioglycanate supplement, humic acid/fulvic acid supplement, a prebiotic/probiotic gel and powder and Sr. dog vitamins all manufactured and distributed by the Conklin Co. of Kansas City, Missouri.  She continues on a whole food diet (mostly raw). 
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 “The surgeons had hoped that the cancer could be completely removed but it had invaded very deeply into muscle and lymph tissue so they could not ‘get it all’.  They recommended aggressive radiation treatment as it appeared to be a fast growing tumor.  I declined that treatment (Gretta had never acted sick for a day), and instead dedicated myself to providing her with optimal diet (bones and raw food), supplements, guided by the best homeopathic veterinary council possible.  She is a joyously happy energetic dog.”(October 2009 e-mail report from owner) 



THE BAPTIZING DOG


A ten year old Bichon x Poodle spayed female developed nausea, vomiting and weight loss.  “Cassie first got sick on September 12, 2008.  She was not eating well, and when she did, she threw up.  At first the local veterinarian diagnosed IBD 

(Irritable Bowel Disease), and mentioned gastric carcinoma as a 

secondary possibility.  She threw up every day and was not responding to meds.  The local vet did an ultrasound and showed a thickening in the stomach, an indication of a gastric tumor.  The next veterinarian, an oncologist confirmed the diagnosis of gastric adeno-carcinoma after several needle biopsies.”  


“He said that the stomach had lost it integrity; it was no longer expanding and contracting.  A second ultrasound confirmed that it was getting increasingly worse.  By the beginning of October she was vomiting several times daily, but her stomach never emptied completely.”


“At this point, we were told that she was considered a hospice patient and the goal was to keep her comfortable and pain free.  All antibiotics previously given made her sick.  At this point she was taking Sukralphate, Zofran and prednisone, and she had lost 20-25% of her body weight.” 
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Cassie had had a history of Lymes Disease and extensive antibiotic therapy three years prior followed by a Lymes Disease vaccine.  In 2008, she developed UTI with straining and blood.  The referring veterinarian could not find an antibiotic that did not aggravate the nausea and vomiting.  At the beginning of wholistic treatment, she was several pounds underweight and was continuing to loose body weight. 


While continuing the allopathic drugs, Phosphorus 200c after six succussions given every 8 hours was prescribed.  The following supplements were added the second day - a prebiotic/probiotic gel (Conklin’s Canine Gel), Standard Process K-9 Immune Support twice daily with the continuation of Phosphorus 200c six succussions every 8 hours.           


Third day – report of less vomiting, energy is improved.  All meds and supplements are continued.


Fourth day – PU/PD less, not wetting the bed.  (The owners continued to allow the dog to sleep in their bed even though, Cassie was incontinent every night. Protection for their bed was provided but regardless, they tolerated the dog urine every night prior to treatment.)  Rx: continue Phosphorus 200c six succussions every 8 hours and supplements.


Seventh day – Ultrasound showed a larger tumor but no indication of cancer in other organs.  Started on Tramidol at bedtime to help with any pain she may be experiencing.  


Tenth day – All symptoms have disappeared.  Only vomited once in the last week.  Owners have been able to stop dosing with Sucralphate and Zofran.

Twelfth day – Rx. Stop Phosphorus 200c and begin Carcinosin 200c six succussions three times daily.  Continue all supplements.
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According to the owners, this is when they began to see a big improvement.  Her eating improved and for the next seven weeks she did not throw up at all.  They were gradually able to reduce or eliminate the conventional medications with the result of disappearance of negative side effects.


The ultrasound 30 days later showed a much smaller tumor with no standing fluid lying in the stomach. Rx: Carcinosin 200c seven succussion three times a day.  Continue all supplements as before.  


One month later, the ultrasound showed a normal stomach.  No abnormalities are seen.  Cassie had regained all the lost weight.  

Rx: Carcinosin 200c eight succussions three times a day.  Continue all supplements as before.  

The treatment schedule did not change until the spring of the following year.  The homeopathic medicine was gradually stopped as well as the immune support.  The owner chose to remain on the probiotic and multivitamin.   

It is now one year after the crisis and Cassie is healthy and continues to do well.
