Chemical drugs change every 5 years.


Ex. in 2001 the antibiotic Cephalothin was considered effective for 80% of pathogenic bacteria on farms. In 2006 the same drug is only effective for less than 20% of pathogenic bacteria.


Ex. 1990 - Always give antibiotics for otitis.


       1995 – Better to use antihistamine instead of antibiotics 


for otitis.


      2000 – Do not use antibiotics for otitis because otitis is 


probably caused by yeast.


     2005 – Do not use antihistamine for otitis; it will not help 


unless symptoms are caused by allergies.


Homeopathic medicine is the same in 2007 as it was in 1907 and 1807 except that today we have more different medications than in the past.
